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der. According to this, a photographer is a person who captures something
senseless as long as it doesn’t help the people in their everyday life (for) acquisi-
tion of knowledge and not (for) satisfaction of pleasure. A photograph is accord-
ingly an illusion of reality, for reality is, in contrast to a photograph, always
relevant to the current situation.

The same can be ascertained with regard to video, TV and cinema. Although
these recording formats are able to represent the movements of the shown, this
movement takes place in the past and with this it is not relevant to the current
situation and is not a part of the real space-time continuum. Of course, this ob-
ject (video, film) is a part in the space-time continuum including the movement
that it shows, but it is not able to move itself and therefore it is an artificial
product that captures the past. A photograph is a depiction of the absent as the
shown figures don’t have any ruh — life breath. In the eyes of some Moslems
and in connection with Pre-Islamic traditions, like the belief in Jjinn, there is a
belief in the influence of negative power, because one (on photograph) is mo-
tionless (Because of that one believes to be in its mercy; or rather one is moving,
as in case of video recordings, but he is also “captured” in the past — one cannot
“defend oneself”).”® A similar behaviour can be noted in terms of the Internet.
The virtual reality is evidently transferred in time, so the ritual ablution is not
